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12 December will be a global day of action

Over 2,600 candlelight vigils, marches and "signature walls" will take place in more than 130 countries to jointly demand world leaders seal a fair, ambitious and legally binding climate deal in Copenhagen. This will occur mid-way through the UN Climate Change Conference where heads of state and their delegations from 192 countries will be negotiating future actions to tackle the climate crisis. Photo opportunities along the route:

The route of the December 12 march goes from the Parliament Square (Christiansborg Slotsplads) by Holmens kanal/Store Torv via Amagerbrogade to Englandsvej via Vejlandsalle to the Bella Center (BC). 

The entire route takes about two hours to walk at a slow pace. 

There will be at least 30,000 participants and likely 60,000.

1:00 PM: Rally/ speakers at Christiansborg Slotsplads:

At Christiansborg Slotsplads (Parliament Square), there will be a media platform, not covered. 

2:00 PM: The first block of people will be sent off 
There is plenty of room to find a good spot at the beginning of the march. At this point, you will have a good view if you walk to the left towards and over the bridge, and place yourself by the National Bank building on the canal side of the road. The road curves slightly across from the stock exchange Børsen (with the twisted tower). The road drops somewhat, giving an overlook of part of the crowd.
The view from the bridge alongside Børsen makes a nice background. At the starting point, there will be a banner with the wording: START march for KLIMAET (THE CLIMATE). 
Groups or blocks of people of various sizes will be sent off, creating a smooth looking crowd. Individuals and small family groups will be combined with other groups.  

2:10 PM Front of crowd to arrive at Christianshavns Torv (plaza) and Christmas Møllers plads (plaza) 

At Christiania, the 200-300 inhabitants will join the march, showcasing a gimmick theatre of “city sweepers” with brooms etc. 

This is the first open area with easy access to an overview of the march. 

3:00 PM Tingvej/Frankrigsgade. At this point, there will be music cheering the crowd passing by. There are city houses by the roadside, and a backdrop of half of Amagerbrogade filled with people. 

4:00 PM Sundby Idrætspark ved Englandsvej. At this point, it will be possible to rise above the crowd right across from Sundby Idrætspark. This part of the route is very open, no houses. 

Last leg of the route you see the Metro and scattered medium high-rise buildings. 

4:30 PM The stage at Bella Center cuts across Vajlands Allé. Here you will find the second media platform which is covered. 
Portable toilets will be available at Christiansborgs Slotsplads, by the church in Frankrigsgade, at Sundby Idrætspark and at Vejlands Allé.
